COURSE DESCRIPTION:


This course is designed for students who have completed Hebrew I and II.  The course will focus upon Hebrew Syntax as it relates to exegesis of the Old Testament. Sight reading of selected portions from the Hebrew Old Testament will be included in the course.

GOALS/OBJECTIVES:


This course will help to prepare the student for Christian ministry by enabling him/her to study the Old Testament in its original language. Since the Seminary is committed to the authority of Scripture, it is vital that the student be able to exegete the text of Scripture.  Exegetical skill is a part of the professional competency needed to carry out the mission of the Church in the world (cf. the statement of mission in the Seminary Catalog). This class will affirm the objectives of the Seminary in the area of Biblical Studies (see the Seminary Catalog, p. 42). 

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

More specifically, the course is designed so that the student will:


1. become competent in the exegesis of the Hebrew text;


2. acquire advanced knowledge of Biblical Hebrew grammar and syntax, including recent developments in discourse linguistics.


3. develop skill in the use of the Hebrew lexicon;


4. appreciate the value of linguistics for the study of Scripture;


5. understand the role of grammatical exegesis within a Pentecostal hermeneutic of Scripture;


6. begin to discover the applications of Hebrew exegesis to Pentecostal preaching and teaching.
